CHAPTER 1 - UNIVERSITIES, PART 2

1.5 Undergraduate Enrollment by University and Faculty/School

The remaining sections in this chapter present a more detailed level of data and
analysis for each university by faculty/school on undergraduate and graduate
enrollment, credit hours, course section size, international student enrollment and
degrees granted. Most of the data for Continuing Education programs are included in
an appendix to this publication. However, those Continuing Education programs that
were funded in the five year period between 1998/99 and 2002/03 will appear in the
tables below.

1.5.1 Undergraduate Enrollment by University and Faculty/School-Regular Session
e University of Manitoba

Total undergraduate regular session enrollment at the UM increased by 20.2% (3,649
students) over the five-years between 1998/99 and 2002/03. Table 1.5.1 shows that
between 1998/99 and 2002/03, those faculties with the largest enroliments at the UM in
1998/99 had substantial increases in enrollments by 2002/03. These include University
1 (69.0%), Arts (23.6%), Management (13.4%) and Science (11.4%). Other faculties
with smaller enrollment capacity that showed large increases were Art (14.0%), and
Medicine (12.3%).

Other faculties/schools such as, Agriculture, Education, Engineering, and Human
Ecology had enrollment decreases of 43.1% 35.1%, 15.6%, and 8.1% respectively,
while enrollments in faculties such as Pharmacy, Medical Rehabilitation, Architecture,
Music, Law and Dentistry remained about the same over the five-year period. Of
particular note are the enrollment changes in Nursing and Continuing Education, which
showed increases of 87.1% (649 students) and 54.0% (542 students) during the same
time period. These increases coincide with high profile programs and government
priorities within the field of nursing and child welfare.

The UM data also shows changes in enrollment trends by gender. As a proportion of
total enroliment over the five-year period, the enrollment of women in undergraduate
programs increased from 9,862 (54.6%) in 1998/99 to 12,513 (57.6%) in 2002/03.
During the same time period, enrollment for men increased from 8,213 to 9,211, but at a
decreasing proportion of undergraduate regular session enrollment from 45.4% to
42.4%.

Additional findings show that the number of women in UM professional programs
increased in Medicine (39.3%), Management (19.0%), Law (11.5%), and Pharmacy
(7.9%). This can be attributed to an overall general increase in the number of women
enrolled in undergraduate studies over the five-year period. In contrast, the enroliment
of men in the nursing program increased by 68.7% (57 students) during the 1998/99 to
2002/03 period.
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e University of Winnipeg

Table 1.5.1 shows that between 1998/99 and 2002/03, on a year-over-year basis
undergraduate regular session enrollment at UW increased steadily by 29.1% or 1,724
students. The enrollment data by faculty at the UW indicates that over the five-year
period, enrollments in Arts and Science decreased by 1,318 students (38.2%) and 529
students (47.0%) respectively, while enrollment in Education increased by 522 students
(124.3%). The enrollment increase in Education coincides with the addition of the fifth
year of the Bachelor of Education Program in 2000/01. The enrollment of “Other”
students who had not yet declared a major had more than tripled over the five years.

Enroliment by gender at UW shows that between 1998/99 and 2002/03 the number of
women enrolled increased by 1,293 or 35.8%, and the number of men enrolled
increased by 431 or 18.6%.

e Brandon University

As shown in Table 1.5.1, undergraduate regular session enrollment at BU increased in
each year between 1998/99 and 2002/03 for an overall increase of 26.2% (652
students). The largest one year increase in undergraduate regular session enrollment
at BU was between 2001/02 and 2002/03 at 9.8% (279 students).

With the exception of the Faculty of Music, which showed a slight decrease in
enrollment over the five years, all of the faculties at BU saw undergraduate regular
session enrollment increase. Of considerable note are the increases in First Nations
Aboriginal Counselling (138.1%), General Studies (121.5%) and Health Studies
(93.1%). Enrollment in Arts, Science and Education also increased but at lower rates —
14.1%, 12.0%, and 4.1% respectively.

Similar to UM and UW, the BU data shows that as a proportion of the total enrollment,
the number of women enrolled increased from 1,600 (64.3%) to 2,112 (67.3%), and the
enrollment of men increased from 887 (35.7%) to 1,027 (32.7%) between 1998/99 and
2002/03.

e College de Saint-Boniface

Over the five-year period between 1998/99 to 2002/03, undergraduate regular session
enrollment at CSB rose by a total of 54.0% (276 students). Enrollment by faculty at
CSB shows increases in Arts (107 students or 66.5%), and in University 1 (115 students
or 113.9%) over the five-year period. Enrollment in Education remained essentially
unchanged over the five years. Analysis by gender shows that of the total enrollment at
CSB, the proportion of women enrolled (70%) relative to men (30%) remained stable
over the five-year period.

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1.5.2 Undergraduate Enrollment by University and Faculty/School — Spring/
Summer Session

e University of Manitoba

Consistent with the trend for total undergraduate enrollment, enroliment in spring and
summer session at UM showed increases in each year between 1998/99 and 2002/03
(Table 1.5.2). Overall the enrollment increased by 1,488 students or 26.3%.

Part-time study comprised 96.9% of total spring and summer session enrollment in
2002/03. Enrollment in full-time study however, increased by 46 students (25.8%)
between 1998 and 2002.

Analysis of data by faculty for spring and summer session shows similar trends to that
of regular session. Over time, there were enrollment decreases in spring and summer
session in Education (52.4%), Agriculture (42.4%), Human Ecology (32.8%),
Engineering (14.7%), and Science (10.0%). There were increases in Nursing (105.6%),
Continuing Education (49.1%), Management (30.7%), and Arts (5.4%). After the
introduction of University 1 in 1998, enrollments for spring and summer session began
to rise dramatically. Between 1998/99 and 2002/03 spring and summer session
enrollment in University 1 increased from 11 students to 1,387 students or 12,509%.

e University of Winnipeg

As Table 1.5.2 shows, spring and summer session enrollment at UW fluctuated
between 1998/99 and 2002/03, resulting in an overall increase of 248 students or
15.3%. Consistent with the UW regular session enrollment trends, the faculties of Arts
and Science had decreased enroliments of 101 students (15.1%) and 28 students
(13.3%) respectively, while Education increased by 191 students (230.1%) over the five
years. Enroliment of the “Other” students who had not declared a major, rose over time
which accounts for the declining enrollments in the faculties above.

e Brandon University

BU does not offer full-time spring and summer session programming, as noted in Table
1.5.2. Similar to the increasing regular session enrollment trend at BU, part time spring
and summer session enrollment also increased by 317 students (28.9%) between
1998/99 and 2002/03. This was largely due to a larger number of spring and summer
courses being offered on an annual basis.

Analysis by faculty for spring and summer session shows a consistent pattern with
regular session enrollment increases in all faculties over the five years. Arts (87
students or 65.4%), Music (5 students or 71.4%), Science (4 students or 4.6%), and
Education (8 students or 1.1%). Of particular note are the large increases in General
Studies, the School of Health Studies, and the First Nations Aboriginal Counseling
Program.
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e College de Saint-Boniface

CSB does not offer spring and summer session programming on a full-time basis. Part
session enrollment at CSB followed the general
undergraduate enrollment pattern by increasing each year between 1998/99 and

times spring and summer

2002/03.

Overall, spring and summer session enroliment at CSB increased by 102.8% (109
students). While enrollment in most of programs at CSB fluctuated, enrollment in Arts
and University 1 more than doubled between 1998/99 and 2002/03.

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1.6 Undergraduate International Student Enroliment — Regular Session

The data in Table 1.6.1 shows, in general, regular session undergraduate international
student enrollment rose over the five-year period.

e University of Manitoba

Total undergraduate international student enrollment more than doubled at the UM over
the five-years between 1998/99 and 2002/03. As mentioned in Table 1.2.6, the majority
of international students at UM (71.0%) cite Asia as their place of origin.

In 1998/99, 29.5% of all international students at UM cited Malaysia as their country of
origin. This was followed by 15.3% of international students citing Hong Kong as their
city of origin and 5.7% from Japan. However, by 2002/03, China at 25.9% had become
the single largest source country for international students at UM, followed by Hong
Kong at 9.5% and Malaysia at 7.3%.The remainder of the international students at the
UM cited Europe (9.3%), North & Central America (8.6%), Africa (6.9%) and the Middle
East (1.9%) as their place of origin.

e University of Winnipeg

Table 1.6.1 shows that between 1998/99 and 2002/03 undergraduate international
student enrollment increased at UW from 234 to 259 students or 10.7%. On a year-
over-year basis, international enrollment decreased between 1998/99 and 1999/00 by
26.1% (61 students) and remained at that level for 2000/01. By 2001/02, enrollment of
international students had increased, almost recovering to 1998/99 levels and in
2002/03 enrollment increased again surpassing 1998/99 levels.

In 1998/99 almost half of the international students at UW cited Hong Kong (47.4%) as
their place of origin. However, by 2002/03 China (20.5%) supplied the largest
percentage of the international enrollment at UW, although at a much lower percentage.
Hong Kong slipped to second in 2002/03, with 16.2% of international enrollment at the
UW.

e Brandon University

Between 1998/99 and 2002/03 undergraduate international student enroliment
increased at BU from 72 to 99 students or 37.5%. On a year-over-year basis,
international enrollment increased between 1998/99 and 2000/01 by 20.8% (15
students). This was followed by a decrease of 9.2% (8 students) in the next year. In
2002/03, the enrollment of international students rebounded and more than surpassed
2000/01 levels.

In 1998/99, the majority of international students at BU cited Taiwan (23.6%) as their
country of origin, however by 2002/03, 23.2% of BU international students came from
China. This was the majority of international enrollment at BU.

Over the five year period between 1998/99 and 2002/03, undergraduate international
enrollment at CSB tripled from 9 students to 27 students as shown in Table 1.6.1.
Annually, international enrollment increased in every year, except in 2002/03 where
international enrollment decreased by 12.9% (4 students). In contrast to the UM, UW
and BU, the majority of international students at CSB cite Africa (63.0%) as their place
of origin.
