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CHAPTER 2 – COLLEGES  
 
2.0 Background 
 
There are four publicly funded community colleges in Manitoba. Three colleges operate 
under The Colleges Act: Red River College (RRC), Assiniboine Community College 
(ACC), and Keewatin Community College (KCC). The fourth, École technique et 
professionnelle (ÉTP), is a division of le Collège de Saint-Boniface (CSB). In 1993/94, 
RRC, ACC and KCC became board-governed under The Colleges Act.  ÉTP is 
governed by the Board of Governors of CSB.  In 1997/98, the responsibility for 
managing the relationship between Government and the colleges was transferred to the 
Council on Post-Secondary Education.  
 
The Government has worked with the colleges to increase capacity, expand 
programming and to meet the needs of Manitoba’s labour market.  Between 1998/99 
and 2002/03 the Government implemented several initiatives aimed at increasing the 
capacity of the colleges and increasing programming opportunities for students.   
 
The one-year Colleges Growth Plan was implemented in 1998/99 to expand college 
enrollment, eliminate wait lists, and to respond to the needs of Manitoba’s labour 
market.  Building on the Colleges Growth Plan, the College Expansion Initiative (CEI) 
was established in 2000/01as a longer-term strategy to double college participation in 
career and technical programs, and further meet Manitoba’s labour market needs. 
 
This chapter presents four sections of data and analysis on enrollment and graduates 
for the colleges from 1998/99 to 2002/03.  The first two sections have enrollment and 
graduation data on demographics such as age, gender, etc.  The last two sections 
include more detailed information on enrollment and graduation by program at each 
college.  
 
In 1998/99 ACC and KCC upgraded their student information systems.  This change 
resulted in partial information being unavailable for 1998/99, such as gender, age, 
geographical location and Aboriginal status.  ACC is not able to provide full and part 
time enrollment breakdowns from 1998/99 to 2000/01 for gender, for age Aboriginal 
status and geographical location between 1998/99 to 2002/03.  Table 2.1.1 shows total 
full and part time enrollment breakdowns at ACC. 
 
In some situations, data in this Chapter may differ from the 2002/03 edition.  Data in this 
document should be considered correct, as some of the institutions have revised their 
data.  Where this has occurred, “Revised” will be noted in the row that has changed. 
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2.1 Enrollment 
 
College enrollment data is collected and reported in conjunction with Statistics Canada 
reporting methods.  Data is reported annually as of August 31.   
 
This section includes data and analysis on enrollment by college, gender, age, 
Aboriginal status and geographic location.  The data is based on the years from 
1998/99 to 2002/03.  
 
2.1.1 Enrollment by College 
 
As Table 2.1.1 illustrates, the colleges’ enrollment increased steadily between 1998/99 
and 2002/03. In fact, the data shows that overall enrollment increased by 3,471 
students (34.2%) during this time.   
 
In 1998/99, the proportion of total enrollment in colleges in Manitoba was: RRC (67.3%), 
ACC (21.9%), KCC (9.6%), and ÉTP (1.3%).  By 2002/03, these distributions had 
shifted slightly, with RRC accounting for 66.0% of the total college population, while 
ACC accounted for 22.7%.  KCC and ETP remained mostly the same. The proportion of 
total college enrollment increased at steadily ACC since 1993/94. Enrollment 
distributions for KCC (9.8%) and ÉTP (1.5%) increased slightly. 
 
Enrollment on a full-time basis accounted for 90.4% of total enrollment in 2002/03.  This 
is a decline of 4.0 from 1998/99, when full time enrollment accounted for 94.4% of total 
enrollment.   
 
Additionally, full-time enrollment increased by 2,730 students or 28.5% between 
1998/99 and 2002/03.  Similarly, total part-time enrollment more than doubled by 741 
students (131.4%) between 1998/99 and 2002/03.

2.1.2 Enrollment by Gender 
 
Based on the data in Table 2.1.2, enrollment by gender at RRC remained almost 
unchanged between 1998/99 and 2002/03.  Of the total enrollment at RRC in 2002/03, 
there were 5,079 (56.4%) men and 3,632 (40.4%) women.   Enrollment patterns at ACC 
indicate that of the total college enrollment, men showed a decreasing trend (from 
46.8% to 43.1%).  Women, on the other hand, showed an increasing trend (from 46.6% 
to 54.6%) over the same period.  Enrollment distributions by gender at KCC fell from 
53.4% male in 1999/00 to 47.3% in 2002/03. Similarly, female enrollment at KCC 
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increased from 46.2% in 1999/00 to 52.6% in 2002/03. The data for ÉTP also illustrate 
that as a percentage of total enrollment, there was a decrease for men (from 48.4% to 
41.7%), and an increase for women (from 51.6% to 58.3%) between 1998/99 and 
2000/01. After 2000/01, enrollment of men increased to 45.8% of enrollment in 2002/03.

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2.1.3 Enrollment by Age 
 
Table 2.1.3 shows that at  RRC enrollment in the 18 to 21 age range decreased   
between 1998/99 and 2002/03 from 31.5% to 26.6% of college enrollment. The data 
also shows that part-time enrollment increased as students aged in each of the five 
years.  On average, part-time students were 7 years older than full-time students 
enrolled at RRC. 
 
Enrollment of 18 to 21 year olds at ACC followed the same trend as RRC.  Between 
1999/00 and 2002/03, the proportion of students decreased from 54.8% to 42.4% of the 
total college population. Similarly, enrollment in the 18 to 21 age range at KCC declined 
slower than at both RRC and ACC, from 23.3% to 21.4% of total college enrollment 
over the four years.   
 
College enrollment at ÉTP shows that the majority of students were 18 to 21 years in 
each of the five years.  Furthermore, in 2001/02 and 2002/03 ÉTP students were, on 
average, seven to eight years younger than their counterparts at the other three 
colleges.

2.1.4 Enrollment by Aboriginal Status 
 
Since Aboriginal status is self-declared by each student, there is limited data available 
for analysis. However, the data available in Table 2.1.4 indicates that enrollment of 
Aboriginal students increased each year from 1998/99 to 2002/03 at ACC and KCC, 
while the percentage of Aboriginal students to total enrollment decreased annually at 
RRC from 9.7% to 8.4%. The raw data for RRC showed increases in enrollment of 
Aboriginal students.  The data also show that almost 61% of KCC enrollment is  
comprised of Aboriginal students over the same time period. Additionally, the 
percentage of Aboriginal students attending ACC more than doubled over the five-year 
period.

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2.1.5 Enrollment by Geographic Location 
 
The data in Table 2.1.5 shows that 96.4% of college students are from Manitoba.  The 
remaining 3.6% of students came from outside Manitoba and from international 
locations.  ÉTP on the other hand, shows variations in its international student 
enrollment over time from 17 students (13.3%) in 1998/99 to 48 students (27.4%) in 
2000/01, decreasing to 32 students (15.8%) in 2002/03.

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2.2 Graduates 
 
2.2.1 Graduates by College 
 
Table 2.2.1, the total number of college graduates increased  between 1998/99 and 
2002/03 by 53.4% from 2,710 to 4,157 graduates.  The 2002/03 level has more than 
surpassed the earlier graduation high of 3,788 graduates in 1993/94.   
 
The number of graduates fluctuated somewhat at each college, however, there were 
some noticeable trends.  RRC showed a consistent increase throughout this period, as 
did ACC. Graduates from ÉTP increased from 1998/99 to 2000/01 and then remained 
stable while graduates from KCC decreased annually from 1998/99 to 2000/01.  After 
2000/01, there was an increase of 114 graduates (72.6%) from KCC. 
 
On a college-by-college basis, the graduation rate was similar to the trend of enrollment.  
In 1998/99, the distribution of graduates by college was: RRC (1,865 graduates or 69% 
of all college graduates), ACC (536 graduates or 19.8%), KCC (252 graduates or 9.3%), 
and ÉTP (57 graduates or 2.1%).  By 2002/03, the number of graduates at each college 
was as follows: RRC (3,015 graduates or 72.5%), ACC (794 graduates or 19.1%), KCC 
(271 graduates or 6.5%) and ÉTP (77 graduates or 1.9%).

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2.2.2 Graduates by Gender 
 
Table 2.2.2 illustrates that the number of graduates increased at all four colleges 
between 1998/99 and 2002/03.  However, in 2002/03, gender data at RRC showed an 
uneven distribution between male and female graduates for the first time in the period. 
In 2002/03, 54.8% (1,653 graduates) of RRC graduates were women and 43.5% (1,313 
graduates) were men.  Just over one-third (284 or 35.7%) of ACC graduates were men 
and almost two-thirds (510 or 64.2%) were women in 2002/03.  In that same year, there 
were 101 men (37.2%) and 170 women (62.7%) who graduated from KCC.  ÉTP had an 
even distribution by gender with 38 men (49.3%) and 39 women (50.6%) graduating in 
2002/03.

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2.2.3 Graduates by Age 
 
The distribution of graduates by age between 1998/99 and 2002/03 (Table 2.2.3) shows 
that the largest proportion of graduates at each college were aged 18 to 24 years.  At 
RRC in 2002/03, there were 1,181 graduates  (39.2% of RRC graduates) aged 18 to 24 
years, 990 graduates (32.8%) were 25 to 35 years of age, and 693 (23.0%) were over 
35 years of age.  ACC had a percentage decrease from 65.7% to 45.3% in ACC 
graduates aged 18 to 24 years between 1999/00 and 2002/03.  In addition, there were 
increases 22.0% to 38.5% in the graduates aged 29 and older.   
 
Similar to the trend in college enrollment the average age of graduates increased.  In 
1998/99, 51.3% of the graduates at RRC and 73.7% of the graduates at ETP were aged 
between 18 and 24 years, by 2002/03 these percentages had declined to 39.2% and 
59.7% respectively.  ACC and KCC could not provide 1998/99 data.  In 1999/00 ACC 
had 65.2% of its graduates aged 18 to 24 and KCC had 43.6% of graduates aged 18 to 
24.  Similar to RRC and ETP, the percentage of its graduates at both ACC and KCC 
decreased in the 18 to 24 age range over the four years between 1999/00 and 2002/03. 
 
Between 1998/99 and 2002/03, the average age of graduates at RRC, ACC and KCC 
ranged from  26 to 29 years.  Graduates from ÉTP are much younger, ranging from 21 
to 23 years old.

2.2.4 Graduates by Aboriginal Status 
 
Based on the data available in Table 2.2.4, (as Aboriginal status is self-declared), the 
data indicate the majority of Aboriginal students who graduated from each college 
between 1998/99 and 2002/03 were First Nations students.  Additionally, over the same 
time period, there was an overall increase in the number of Aboriginal students who 
graduated from all three colleges.  However, RRC was the only college to have the 
percentage of Aboriginal graduates decrease between 1998/99 and 2002/03, from 
10.8% to 7.7%, although its raw numbers show an increase of 201 to 231 Aboriginal 
graduates.   
 
Of the total graduates by college, approximately 7.5% to 12% of RRC graduates were 
Aboriginal, and 59% to 71% of KCC graduates were Aboriginal.  Consistent with its 
enrollment trend, the percentage of Aboriginal graduates at ACC more than doubled 
over the five-year period.
