
CHAPTER 2 – COLLEGES, PART 3 
 
2.4 Graduates by College and Program 
 
Corresponding to enrollment, the number of college graduates each year depends on 
when programs are offered, student demand, and labour market need. As noted in 
section 2.2.1, the total number of college graduates increased by 53.3% (1,447 
graduates) between 1998/99 and 2002/03.  The largest one-year increase in graduates 
occurred in 2002/03, at 758 graduates or 22.3%.  
 
During the five-year time frame covered by this report, Government established two 
initiatives aimed at expanding college enrollment and participation – the Colleges 
Growth Fund in 1999/00 and the College Expansion Initiative (CEI) from  2000/01 to 
2002/03.  
 
• Red River College  
 
Between 1998/99 and 2002/03, the number of graduates from RRC increased by 61.7% 
(1,150). This was due in part, to expansions in programming through government 
initiatives, and the addition of Stevenson Aviation & Aerospace Training Centre.  
 
Table 2.4 shows that some of the programs at RRC had large increases in graduates 
over this time period.  The programs include the Aboriginal Business Skills, Business 
Teacher Education, Child and Youth Care Worker, Early Child Education, Health Care 
Aide, and Business Administration. 
 
• Assiniboine Community College  
 
Although there were fluctuations on a year-to-year basis, the number of ACC graduates 
increased by 48.1% (258) between 1998/99 and 2002/03.  Between 1998/99 and 
2000/01, there was an increase of 41.6% (223).  This was followed by a  decrease of 67 
graduates (8.8%) in the next year.  Between 2001/02 and 2002/03, the number of 
graduates increased by 14.7% or 102 graduates. 
 
Some of the programs with an increase in the number of graduates, as found in Table 
2.4, are the Health Care Aide (Comprehensive) program, and Licenced Practical 
Nursing program.  
 
• Keewatin Community College  
 
Overall, the number of KCC graduates increased by 7.5% (19).  Between 1998/99 and 
2000/01 the number of graduates declined by 37.7% (95).  Between  2000/01 and 
2002/03 there was an increase in of 72.6% or 114 graduates, which more than 
compensated for the decreases up to 2000/01.  
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As Table 2.4 presents, the following programs had increases in the number of 
graduates, Automotive Technician, Basic Electrical, Computer and Business 
Applications, Dental Assisting, Early Childhood Education, Early Childhood Education 
Assistant, and Facilities Technician. The Health Care Aide program at KCC saw an 
increase of 17 graduates or 130.8% from 1999/00 to 2002/03.  
 
• École technique et professionnelle  
 
Between 1998/99 and 2002/03, the total number of graduates from ÉTP increased by 
35.1% (20). On a year-over-year basis the number of graduates increased or remained 
stable (Table 2.4).  Between 1998/99 and 2000/01 the number of graduates increased 
by 36.8% (21), however, after 2000/01  graduates from ÉTP remained stable. 
 
The years 2000/01 and 2001/02 saw the first graduates from the Communication 
multimedia (Multimedia communication) and Tourisime (Tourism) programs.  Normally 
an increase in the number of graduates would be expected with the addition of new 
programs, however, during this time frame the Health Care Aide program (Aide en soins 
de santé) had a large decrease in the number of graduates after 2000/01. Combining 
this decrease, with the decrease in Early Childhood Education graduates (Éducation en 
services de garde), the number of ETP graduates remained stable between 2000/01 to 
2002/03.
