that Council approve an amount of $299.0 in the first year (2001/02), and in subsequent years.

· Regional Centres

approve an amount of $250.0 for the operation of the Flin Flon Regional Centre in 2001/02 which includes $100.0 in new funds plus a continuance of the $150.0 temporarily provided in 2000/01;

approve an amount of $100.0 for the operation of the Churchill Regional Centre in 2001/02 which includes $40.0 in new funds plus a continuance of the $60.0 temporarily approved in 2000/01;

approve an amount of $100.0 for the operation of the Split Lake Regional Centre in 2001/02 with funds to be released upon receipt of a programming plan acceptable to CEI/COPSE staff; and

approve an amount of $100.0 for the operation of the Nelson House Regional Centre in 2001/02 with funds to be released upon receipt of a programming plan acceptable to CEI/COPSE staff.
